This is not a problem as he is so organised, No one notices that SCOUTSAFE and WORKSAFE have 
all been integrated to Scouts, IT just seems fun, Interesting and Organised. This is cos Scruffie and TONY work so 
well together. (ED. Scruffie wishes other workplaces would stop moaning about this topic and follow his example)

TIME ACTIVITIES (STA's) as POSSIBLE and try and win the competetion. A really Big Job _ Lucky Scruffie is there to 
advise and Support. 
To be a Good Leader you need to have self discipline and self control 
you must know your limits and ensure your own hygiene's. 
 (Ed. See Herzberg Motivation-Hygiene Theory ) 
To Be a good Team member and make a contribution you need to 
have your own things together and not be an overhead to others. 
In both Cases Scruffie teaches Autonomy and self reliance. 
We all want to help others, make a contribution, be part of 
something and get affirmation and recognition for it. This is a healthy 
part of the social Contract. But First Each person must get themselves 
together before sacrificing or over-accommodating others. 
Scruffie Calls this "PUTTING YOUR OWN MASK ON FIRST"  
(Ed. A reference to Aircraft safety policy for Parents) 
Scruffie stresses these points in his Briefings, Whilst leaders must 
supply key information on the RUNBOOK - What is happening, when 
and what is needed to make it happen. Team members and 
Participants must buy-in and feedback and then self manage to 
ensure they meet the requirements and then help others meet the 
requirements. - It's how we work together. 
It's this relationship of self-reliance, balanced with a social 
contribution that make DYNAMIC team member and leadership 
relationships work. When working well and with each member under 
self control they are ready to meet unforseen problems, crisis or 
challenges. They have the time and energy to help others, drive 
collective success and look for opportunities to do extra and 
interesting things… 
Fortunately Scruffie has spent the year working on this with his 
YOUTH LEADERSHIP TEAM, So he had 10 Youth Patrol Leaders and 10
